Terms and Conditions

Waltham Forest Small Business Competition
1. Eligibility
Entry is open to residents of Waltham Forest  aged 18 and over at the time of entry, whose actual or proposed business trading address is in Waltham Forest. 

2. Competition Dates

Overall competition winner announced: 30th April 2013 

3. Registration
Registration is required to enter, but the competition is free and no purchase is required.

4. Internet access 
Internet access is required to enter the competition.

5. To Enter 
a. Follow the steps below: 

· Visit the Competition Site at http://wf-businescompetition.eventbrite.co.uk/ to obtain entry information.  

· During the Stage One entry period, complete the registration form by providing all requested information.

· Complete the entry form and upload your submission. The entry form is mandatory; further supporting material such as marketing materials, images, etc. are optional - video should no be longer than 2 minutes.
· Follow the guidance notes and ensure that your business profile is clear and succinct. Strict word counts apply to the key sections and entries breaching them may be disqualified.

Category Winners
